Dear Parent/Carer, 

 

All Clubs for Autumn term 1 begin week commencing 11th September, apart from the Wednesday Dodgeball club which 

begins on the 27th September.  

 

We have: 

• Year 1 and 2 Multi Skills/Sports club on a Wednesday morning 

• Year 3 and 4 Football club on a Tuesday morning 

• Year 5 and 6 Football club on a Thursday morning 

• Dodgeball for year 3, 4, 5 & 6 afterschool on a Monday 

• Dodgeball for year 3, 4, 5 & 6 afterschool on a Wednesday 

 

We also have several one off training/afterschool clubs.  They are: 

• Open Football Training Session – Year 6 Boys on 12th or 13th September 

• Open Football Training Session – Year 6 Girls on 14th or 19th September 

• Open Football Training Session – Year 5 Boys on 20th September 

• Open Football Training Session – Year 5 Girls on 21st September 

 

All our clubs with Mr Sykes will be made to go live on the school cloud website at 4pm on Thursday 7th September. This 

is the same website that we use to book parents evening. To sign in it requires the exact information that matches with 

the details we have for you and your child in school, e.g. be sure to use the email address of which school has on file for 

you. 

 

At this time school has made the decision to keep all clubs FREE of charge.All clubs do have a limit on numbers and so 

please book early to avoid disappointment. The system is designed to confirm booking straight away, and stop any 

bookings once all places have been allocated. 

 

For morning clubs drop off will be at the main school gates at 8.15am and Mr Sykes will then take children to their class 

for the start of their day.  

 

For afterschool clubs children will need a change of clothes/PE Kit.  A healthy snack and drink are welcomed. All 

afterschool clubs finish at 4.15pm and are to be collected from the main school gate.
